WLW Graduate Presents
to U.S. Congressional

Committee

On the 28th of September 2006, Lydia
Bakaki of Uganda, a graduate of the
Women Leaders for the World
program in 2005, testified before the
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U.S. Congressional Human Rights Caucus regarding women’s matrimonial land rights.
She urged the U.S. Congress to adopt a resolution calling for all countries to adopt laws
that allow women to inherit property from their spouses. A trip to Uganda to witness the
widows settling on the land may occur later this year or early in 2007. Lydia is hoping for

a full Congressional hearing in March 2007.
